Dear Commissioner Armstrong:

Article V of the treaty signed on November 23, 1970, between the United
States and Mexico "Toc Resolve Pending Boundary Differences and Maintain
the Rio Grande and Colorado River as the International Boundary between
the United States of America and the United Mexican States" established
a permanent maritime boundary in the Gulf of Mexico to a distance of

12 nautical miles from shore, drawn on the principle of equidistance
contained in Articles 12 and 24 of the Geneva Convention on the Terri-
torial Sea and the Contiguous Zone. The maritime boundary would rum
forever on a straight line from a fixed point approximately 2,000 feet
opposite the present mouth of the river to a fixed equal distance point
12 nautical miles from the present coast. The short inshore segment of
the maritime boundary would continue to move from the 2,000 foot fixed
point to the center of the mouth of the river wherever it may be at

any time.
