Remarks.—The militia of the United States is composed of all the
ablp-bodied white male citizons between the ages of 18 and 45; ex-
cepting oflicers of government, members of Congress, elergymen, sea-
men in service, &c.  In the different States the militia s arranged
in'!u_ stich brigades, regiments, and companies as thesr respective
Legislatures may direct. It is provided by Act of Congress, that
whenever the United States shall be invaded, or shall he in danger of
invasion from any foreign power, or-Indian tribe, the President may
eall out such aumber of the militia as he may judge expedient. In
case alzo of an insurrection in any State againgt the State EOVErn-
ment, or against the United States, the President may employ such
number of the militia as may be required to restore order. ' When the
militia isin the pay of the United States, and acting i conjunction
with the ragular army, it is to be governed by the same rujes and ar-
ticles of war as the latter, and the Pregident is authorized, if he judge
1L necessary for the public interest, to keep themilitia in aérvice for
a term not exceeding six months in any one year,
