COTTON has always been, and iz now, the chief produc-
tion and article of export of Texas. That raised here i gener-
ally of a superior m:g_:u. and commands good prices in all
markets. The yield per acre is from half a bale to s bale -
500 1bs.—the lowlands yielding the larger proportion. For the
yearending July 81, 1881, there were produced in Texas 1,260,000
bales, nf which the Houston & Texas Central Railway carried
about 470,000, or over 37 per cent. of the whole crop of the State

is used largely for export. For the manufacture of tbe oil
and oil cake, several large mills are in operation on the line of
the Houston & Texas Central Railway.

WHEAT, as a staple, is grown in the central, northern and
northwestern portions of the State, the average yield being
about twenty-four bushels to the acre, while in some ingtances
the production has reached as high as forty-five bushels per
acre. ‘

CORN is grown in all parts of the State, forty bushels to
the acre being rhout the average production; in the bottoms of
the Trinity, Brazos and Colorado, however, it often reaches
sixty to seventy-five bushels to the acre.

QATS are grown readily throughout the region of country
tributary to the Houston & Texas Central Railway, yielding
from gixty to eighty bushels per acre.

BARLEY is a very certain crop throughout Central Texas,
averaging about sixty bushels to the acre; as high as eighty
and even one hundred bushels bave been produced.

RYE is a very sure crop, producing an average of twenty-five
bushels per acre, and frequently forty-five.

VEGETABLES. All varieties of garden vegetables are
produced in great abundance anywhere in the State.

FRULTS in great variety are grown in allthe counties along
the line of this road; care and attention in 1heir cultivation
can but be productive of the best results, equaling if not sur-
passing the success attained in any of the older States.

TIMBER. There are several species of timber in the
region of country tributary to this road, consisting of pine,
ost-oak, burr-oak, walnut, ash, cottonwood, elm, cedar,
lack-jack, live-oak and pecan.

The Sugar Belt UE%B. of Texas embraces the counties of
Brazoria and Matagorda, both bordering on the Gulf of Mexico,
and Fort Bend and Wharton counties lying immediately north.

These counties contain not less than two million acres of
choice alluvial eane lands, with an abundance of timber for
fuel to usein sugar manufacturing purposes. These lands,
with mEWno‘anounm and machinery for marufacturing sugar,
are worth $20 per acre; the unimproved lands are worth from
$3 to $10 per acre, according to location.

There are at present probably not over 10,000 acres in cane in
the four countiea named; much of this in the past season
yielded two hogsheads, 2,000 pounds, per acre, and some even
more. The yield depends greatly upon the amount of cnlti-
vation and drainage; lands to produce heavy crops of canc
must be thoroughly drained; heavy crops can not be produced
on wet lands.

The cost of preparing land for cane is $6 per acre; cost of
seed $20 per acre, and this planting, if properly cared for, will
last four vears; the cost of cultivation is about §7 per acre;
and cutting the cane, hauling and manufacturing into sugar,
about $10 per acre.

In Texas, nemly all the staple productions grown in the
world can be raised successfully in locations suitable to the
classes of productions desired.

There are few it any portions of Texas that present better
advantages for Stoek- Raising, than do the Counties of Bosque,
Somervell, Krath, Hamilton, and a part of Comanche,
These counties are situate yng the line of the Texas Ceniral
Railway west of the Bra River, The country is high and
broken, with perfect natural drainage. There i1 an abundance
of permanent and pure stock water. A.large proportion of the
country is prairie, producing a great variety of grasses herbs
and shrubbery. There is timber sufficient for ordinary ranch
and farming purposes; building and fencing stone of fine
quality, is found in inexhaustible quantities. Many of the
hills and ravines are covered with brush and other growth,
affording grazing and protection for stock during inclement
wenther; and the large spreading live oaks and post oaks,
geattered over the prairie, afford cool shade during the warm
seasons. Lands suitable for ranches for cattle, horses or
sheep, can be purchased at prices but little in advance of those
charged for lands inthe Far West, or Northwesrt. beyond the
line of settlement, and the land ‘here will produce a much
greater quantity of grass and other food, than will that in
the more distant territory referred to. This portion of the
State is gpecinlly suited to persons desiring to combine stock-
rajsing and farming; the valleys along the streams have
deep, black, rich, sandy roil. well adapted to the growth of
corn, whent and other small grain, millet and sorghum. = Con-
siderable bodies of excellent farming uplands can be found
in nearly every neighborhond. The climate is delightful. the
country is healthy, and society good; churches, schools, post-
offices, mills, shops, and the m_:.uosnnf:nm common to & highly
intelligent and enterprising people, are generally noticeable,
