In 1880 El Paso had a population of less than 500; in 1890, 10,000, and
in 1896 had 15,468. El Paso holds the key to the situation possessed by
few cities of the United States. Paso del Norte, now known as Juarez,
the ‘¢ Pass of the North,’’ and possessing much interest for the tourist
in the Old-World civilization still in existence, has been for centuries
the point through which the Mexican Government held intercourse
with its outlying provinces; through this Pass the Rio Grande flows on
to the sea, irrigating a valley as fertile as that watered by the Nile.

The city is built almost entirely of brick; ithas first class telephone,
water, electric light and sewerage systems; its streets are well paved
and sprinkled, and it has good hotels and private boarding houses.

El Paso is the largest smelting point and mining center south of
Colorado.
